Missions
Mission collection for the month of April 2024 will be for Gospel Outreach Worldwide (GOWW).

GLO Australasia countries prayer points

Australia - Pray for GLO National Committee led by Andrew Cowell, David Scott and Allan Driver as they continue the Mission Training School
for the assemblies where future missionaries go through 10 months of training and preparation of Discovering, Developing and being
Deployed to the mission field.

Cambodia - Praise God that Sangkhim Canaan School has an enrolment of 800 students and 60 staff and there are 50 believers in Sangkhim
Church. Pray for the 5 youths and 4 missionaries (Kian, Akiko, Annie and Hannah) who are living in Bethany House and for Boret and his family
who are residing at the Bible Centre. Pray for Boret as he designs a 10 months curriculum, invites teachers and enrols students in preparation
for the Bible centre to start in early 2025.

India - Pray that GLO India will be able to obtain enough gospel booklets this year for evangelism and discipleship training in their centre in
Chennai. Pray for Ganesh, Lydia, Sundaru and John Oandi who are serving in GLO India.

Indonesia - Pray for Maerowati Merro as she leads their Worldbridge Centre’s English Camp 2024 which will be held at the end of July to early
August in Malang. Pray too for the Japanese missionary couple Yuta and Mari and their 2 young children from an assembly in Japan who are
based in Malang. They are focusing on youth work in Indonesia.

Japan - Pray for Satoru Nakano who is serving the Lord in a new assembly which started 3 years ago in Fukushima, Iwaki, an area which was
impacted by a radioactive disaster in 2011.

They recently partnered with GLS Publishing (India) and some authors to translate the Nepali editions of their books. Pray for Druba Bandhu,
Jitendra Raj and Kamal Prasad as they serve the Lord in GLO Nepal.

Papua New Guinea (PNG) - Pray that the local leaders will be equipped to train and conduct discipleship programmes as many churches in
PNG need discipleship programmes. Pray for Jeremy Porobi who is serving the Lord in PNG together with a group of believers who were
previously trained in GLO Australia.

Philippines - Pray for the assembly in Guiuan, Eastern Samar as they reach out to the youths through Christian Fellowship and Trailblazers
youth group meet-up connect sessions.
